	As many as 20% of the world's 7-15 million species could be extinct in the next 30 years

	1/3 of the world’s primates face extinction in the next 20 years
	½ of the species alive today will be extinct by 2100

	The current rate of extinction is 100-1000x the normal ‘background’ rate
	We are at the start of a mass extinction event, as a result of human activity

	There have been 5 mass extinction events during the history of the Earth as a result of dramatic climate change
	The hourly destruction of an estimated 240 acres of natural habitat is directly attributable to the growth in human populations

	Every 20 minutes, the world adds another 3,500 human lives but loses one or more entire species of animal or plant life – at least 27,000 species per year
	65 million years ago, the fossil record suggests 16% of all the families of marine organisms and 18% of families of terrestrial organisms became extinct

	80% of the decline in biological diversity is caused by habitat destruction
	Conservative estimates predict that our population will reach 9 billion people by 2050

	Where there were once over 100,000 black rhinos on the plains of Africa, there are now only 2,707 on the entire continent
	5 -10 million African elephants existed in 1930. Less than 1% of that number (approximately 600,000) remained when they were added to the international list of the most endangered species in 1989
